Weekly Maintenance Completed Steps 

 
  WARNING 

Before entering the platform operating zone, store the leveler and lockout/ tagout all electrical disconnects in the 
OFF position. Lower the red safety bars to the service position, then lock out the storage prop. Properly secure 
the storage pin and safety bar hardware. 

1) Operate the dock leveler through the complete operating cycle to maintain lubrication.  
    - Make sure leveler “floats” when in the working zone. (~15” above dock) 
    - Verify lip operates up and down.  

    

2) With the leveler in the below dock position, clean and inspect the rear hinge line and lip hinge line.      

3) Inspect warning decals or placards. Replace if missing or damaged.     

4) Inspect concrete and curb steel/ embed.     

5) Clean leveler pit.      

Quarterly Maintenance  

1) Complete weekly maintenance.     

2)  Check fluid level with unit vertically stored and lip folded. (Reference owner’s manual. Inspection 
will vary based on model)

2) Inspect the following for damage/ abnormal wear:  

 - Check all welds for cracks.     

- Check solenoid coils and valves for cracks or bending.     

-  Remove debris from beneath prop/ trunnion weldment and behind rod eye.     

- Inspect rod end cylinder pin, rod eye and hardware.     

- Make sure rod eye is straight and jam nut is tight.     

- Inspect junction box for damage/ moisture and verify electrical connections.     

- Inspect control box and conduit.     

- Inspect limit switch and be sure it is securely mounted.     

- Inspect hydraulics. (Hoses, cylinders, fittings and powerpack.)     

- Inspect inside/outside lights. (If applicable.)     

- Inspect bumpers for more than 1” of wear.      

3) Lubricate the following areas with light weight machine oil.  

- Lip hinge, without grease fittings. (Apply between hinge tubes while below dock with lip folded.)     

- Platform hinge, without grease fittings. (Apply between hinge tubes with leveler on storage prop.)     

- Storage prop pins.     

- Lip cylinder pins.     

- Lip and hoist cylinder rod wipers.     

4) Lubricate the following areas with white lithium grease  

Note: Apply to all grease fittings if equipped.     

- Hoist cylinder grease fitting.     

Annual Maintenance  

1) Complete quarterly maintenance.

2) Change hydraulic oil (may be required more often depending on operating environment)

 Adjustments. (Reference owner’s manual if adjustments are necessary.) 

- Adjust “leveler stored” limit switch. When correct, the leveler should lean 5-10 degrees towards the 
door with ½” - 1” of play in storage prop. 

- Verify leveler lowers to full below dock position. If leveler does not reach cross traffic legs, adjust
hoist cylinder rod eye.

- Verify leveler operating speed. Vertically stored to below dock should take 15-20 seconds. If speed
is outside this range, make adjustment

- Reference owner’s manual for down speed adjustment instructions.
